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Aircraft Reservation Rules

About 8 years ago the Club was having some
issues with aircraft reservations as it pertained to
usage. After listening to members the board
thoroughly discussed the issues, and created the
following policy. This policy was published in a
newsletter in 2003, but is worth sharing with
everyone. Many of us are new since it was
originally published.

Members and Associate Members will be
limited in making advance reservations to the
following:

1. A weekend is defined as any combination of
Friday, Saturday, or Sunday. In other words,
for purposes of this rule a single weekend day
will not count as a weekend.

2. A weekend in progress is a weekend already
begun. In other words it is a Friday after 6
p.m. through Sunday 6 p.m.

3. No more than three weekends in advance shall
be reserved by any member or associate
member, and no more than two weekends at a
time can be reserved within one 30 day period.

4. A reservation that begins in one weekend, and
ends within another weekend is considered to
be a two weekend reservation under this rule.
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5. If a member, or associate member, does not
have a reservation for the subject weekend in
progress, finds an aircraft not in use for an
open period in that
the 7 days before that weekend, that person
may reserve the aircraft without it counting
towards their maximum weekend reservation
limitation.

6. This rule does not apply to either the Cessna
C172 (N80213) or the Cessna C152 (N5303L).
This rule applies to all other aircraft
considered as a group.

7. Application for variance to this rule may be
made to the board in writing at least 4 weeks
prior to the requested variance. The Board of
Directors of the Flying Country Club, Inc.
may grant a variance to the rule with a simple
majority of sitting board members. Approval
may be conducted by electronic vote such as
email or telephone poll certified by the
Secretary.

8 Aircraft Destroyed in Hangar Fire

December 8, 2011 — Fire swept through several
T-hangars at the Greater Cumberland Regional
Airport in Wiley Ford, West Virginia, late
Wednesday night, destroying eight aircraft and
damaging two others, along with motorcycles and
other vehicles, according to a report in the
Cumberland Timeslews

Airport Manager Terry Malone said the
destroyed aircraft included two Beech Bonanzas, a
Cessna 182, Aeronca Champ, Bellanca Viking, Piper
Colt, J-3 Cub, and a gyrocopter. A Cessna 172 was
severely damaged and another 182 was slightly
damaged, he said.

Cause of the fire, which eight volunteer fire
companies responded to following a 911 call at 10:53
p.m. EST, is being investigated by the West Virginia
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State Fire Mar shal

for more than two hours.

Malone said the fire destroyed 12 T-hangars in

the 16-hangar area. Unconfirmed reports indicated

damages could exceed a million dollars, according to

the report.
